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Catalyzes calcium-induced ATP-independent rapid bidirectional and non-specific movement of phospholipids
(lipid scrambling or lipid flip-flop) between the inner and outer leaflet of the plasma membrane resulting in
collapse of the phospholipid asymmetry which leads to phosphatidylserine externalization on the cell surface

enhancing the IFN response through increased expression of select subset of potent antiviral genes
